Are courses delivered in the evening? Online?
Part-time students enrolled in the Honours Bachelor of Business Administration (Management
and Leadership) degree take courses with the full-time students.

There are no courses specifically scheduled in the evening. Most courses in the first two years
are delivered on campus. In the 3™ and 4" years of the program, many courses are delivered
online. Most of the Liberal Arts courses are delivered online.

This degree CANNOT be completed fully online.

How will I know when courses are scheduled?
Schedules change semester to semester and year to year.

Courses and their sections can be viewed in Banner or on the Continuing Education website
once the Part-time Credit (add/drop) registration begins. This generally opens two weeks before
the semester start date. You can view the dates on the website under Important Dates.
