Do | need to apply?

Part-time students do not go through an application process for this program.

In order to register into courses, you will need a Georgian College student number and the major
CMPG. Declaring a major allows you to take all courses under that major.

Do | have to do the Co-op Work Term as a part-time student?
Yes, the Co-op Work Term is part of the graduation requirements for all students.

Can | take this program online?
Not all courses in this program are available online, asynchronous. Refer to the Delivery Schedule
on the webpage to determine which courses can be taken online.
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What is the cost of the program?
There is no program fee when studying part-time.

As a part-time student, you can take 1, 2 or 3 courses at a time in any given semester.

Payment is per course, as you register. The course fees change year-to-year and course to course.
Students in programs with a co-op placement component pay fees that include a co-op fee. The
fee on the Continuing Education website may not reflect the correct fee.

Fees for 42 hour courses for Fall 2023/Winter 2024/Summer 2024 will be around $380.

The fees for Communications and General Education courses vary. View the course listing for
Communications and General Education.

Why do some courses have (ODE) in the name?
These courses are offered through OntarioLearn. You can find more information about
OntariolLearn in the OntarioLearn FAQ.

OntariolLearn courses are set up as equivalents to the program courses. You can choose to take the
ODE courses or the Georgian program courses. OntarioLearn courses are online asynchronous
delivery.

Note that fees for courses with (ODE) in the course name offered through OntarioLearn have a higher
course fee due to additional fees for these courses. Course fees for a 42 hour (ODE) course will be
approximately $480.

How do | know which courses to take?
We have set a schedule up for you — review the Delivery Schedule posted on the program page:
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How long will it take to complete the diploma?
This varies depending on how many courses you take each semester. Total courses: 24

3 courses per semester: finish in 8 semesters (2.5 years)
Example: Fall-Winter-Summer- Fall-Winter-Summer- Fall-Winter

2 courses per semester: finish in 12 semesters or 4 years
Example: Fall-Winter-Summer- Fall-Winter-Summer- Fall-Winter-Summer- Fall-Winter-Summer

What happens if | cannot take any courses one semester due to other
commitments/circumstances?

You do not have to report or confirm the number of courses you take each semester — this is up to
you and you can change the number of courses you take from semester to semester.

For example, you can start with 2 courses, then take 3 courses, then take 2 courses, etc. Remember
that if you are not able to maintain a minimum 2 courses per semester, it will delay your timeline to
completion.

You can take one semester off per year from taking courses if required. If you need an extended
time away, please connect with us to discuss.

Can | transfer credits/use prior learning to fast track?

If you have taken post-secondary at another institution, you may be eligible for credit transfer
and/or prior learning recognition (for example, Communications and General Education courses).

If you have taken courses at Georgian in the past and they qualify for this program, they will
automatically apply to your credential. You will see these courses in MyPath.

Are part-time students eligible for OSAP?

Part-time students MAY be eligible — this is individual and based usually on number of courses you
take per semester.

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I’m ready to get started in this program. What are my next steps?

Step 1: Pre-registration — getting set up as a student
This program does not require part-time students to go through the application process.

You will need a Georgian College student number and the major CMPG in order to register into
courses.

Create your student number online: Student Number

Students taking this program must declare a Major. Majors are assigned through the Registrar’s
Office — please email registrar@georgiancollege.ca with “Declare a major CMPG” in the subject line.
Include your student number with this request.

Students can also call 705-722-1511 to declare a major.

This program is high demand and part-time students are admitted by
confirmation of the program coordinator. The Registration Office will
reach out to the coordinator when they receive your Major request.

Once you have your student number, your major (CMPG), and your login information, you can
plan for course registration.

Step 2: Plan your courses
Prior to registering, review the Delivery schedule found on the website to choose the courses you
need to take.

Step 3: Registration
There are two ways you can register:

1. Web Registration — through the website — open year round

2. Banner Registration — you must log in to Banner — only available during part-time registration
window (add/drop)

When you find the course you want to register for, click on Add to cart. You will then go through
the payment process (this requires you to log in to Banner — ensure you have your login
information!).

Students registering through the Web can do so at any time once course sections are open.

2. Banner Registration
Part-time students can also register for courses in our student information system, Banner. In
this system, you “add a course” to register. For information on Banner, logging in to Banner and
adding courses in Banner, VIEW THIS DOCUMENT.

TIPS:

Step 3 for Part-time students: Select Term

Step 4 for Part-time students: Choose Add/Drop/Withdraw from courses

(View Recommended courses for term is ONLY for full-time students using Banner.)

NOTE: courses in this program are only open for registration during the part-time credit
registration period (or add/drop). See Important Dates for more information.

NOTES on registration:
There is a 24 hour processing period once you register — this means you will not be able to access
your course immediately after you register.
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WITHDRAWING FROM A COURSE

Part-time students can be registered into a maximum of 3 courses at any time.

If, for example, you register into 3 courses and decide to change one of your courses, you will need
to withdraw from the course first. Once you are unregistered in the course (this can take up to 48
hours) you will be able to register into a new course.

How do | withdraw from a course?

Part-time students CANNOT drop a course through Banner. You must fill out a Withdrawal form and
request to withdraw from the course through the Office of the Registrar. You can find the form on

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Frequently Asked Questions

I need to withdraw from one or more courses — what are my options?
Students can withdraw from a course with a refund up until Day 10 of the semester.

If you decide after that date that you want to withdraw you can do so up until a certain date.
There will be no refund, however, there is no academic penalty — your transcript will show WD.

How do | view my grades?
Grades can be viewed in Banner and in MyPath.

How do | track my progress through the program?
Track your progress/plan your courses you want to take using the Delivery Schedule.

You can also view your progress in MyPath. This is a useful tool where you can see which courses
you have taken, your grades, and the courses you still need to graduate.
Any exemptions you apply for using PLAR or transfer credits will show here too.

MyPath can be accessed through the Student Portal. Below is a screen shot of what you will see
regarding instructions for MyPath. It is optional to use MyPath but it can be a very useful tool to
track your progress in your program.
